Arapahoe Park Project

Prospect Recreation & Park District has been awarded a Jefferson County Open Space Local Park and Recreation Grant in the amount of 
$27,182 from Jefferson County for improvements at Arapahoe Park, 4450 Indiana Street. The Arapahoe Park project consists of two 
separate components. 

The existing asphalt basketball court will be removed and replaced with a concrete surface. The asphalt court has been in place for many 
years, and is well past its useful life. The asphalt surface is pitted, cracked, and uneven. New basketball goal posts will be part of this court 
replacement. The new posts will improve safety- the current posts are on the court surface and are a potential hazard during play. The new 
posts will be placed off the court surface, providing additional space for players in the basket area.

The playground equipment is also aged and in need of replacement. The current
equipment as been in place for many years, and is starting to deteriorate. The 
new play equipment has many more activities for children than does the current 
play structure. These include climbing, balance movements, twisty slide, and 
others. A rubber safety surface (poured-in-place) will be installed at the 
playground entryway. This surface will provide an access to the playground 
that meets the current ADA standard. The existing swings will also be removed
and replaced with a new swing structure.     

PRPD greatly appreciates the grant award for this project. The Local Park and 
Recreation Grant program, administered by Jefferson County Open Space, 
provides supplemental funding to assist local government partners with their 
priority land acquisitions and/or capital projects. PPRD will be bringing matching 
funds of over $50,000 to this project
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Maple Grove Park Tennis Court Project

PRPD will soon be commencing work on two tennis courts at Maple Grove Park, 14600 West 32nd Avenue. The two tennis courts will be 
located on a currently undeveloped parcel of land in the northwest part of Maple Grove Park. Additional infrastructure such as parking, 
landscaping, and sidewalks will be added as well. The courts will not be lighted. 

PRPD will have a total of four tennis courts once the Maple Grove Park
project is finished. The two tennis courts at Tanglewood Sports Park 
were entirely resurfaced in 2013 in PRPD’s logo colors of purple 
and green. 

PRPD is appreciative of the input provided by the neighbors on the 
east side of Maple Grove Park. PRPD understands that the addition
 of a recreational amenity will have impacts to those who live near 
the site, and we strive to reduce those impacts when possible. 

PRPD is bringing over $100,000 to the Maple Grove Tennis Court 
Project. A Jefferson County Local Park and Recreation grant in the 
amount of $80,000 is also being used for the tennis court construction. 
PRPD is most appreciative of the continued support of Jefferson 
County Open Space and the Board of County Commissioners.
