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Prospect November 2015 Election Update

All of us at PRPD would like to extend a huge thank you to the District's voters, who overwhelmingly approved both ballot issues that
Prospect had on the November 3, 2015 ballot. Ballot Issue 5B (One Mill Property Tax Increase) was approved 67.71% to 32.29% (3,388
Yes, 1,616 No). Ballot Issue 5C (Bond Issue for the possible acquisition of the Applewood Golf Course) was approved 69.22% to 30.78%
(3,474 Yes, 1,545 No). The approval of 5B authorized an increase in the mill levy from three mills to four mills, and will allow Prospect to
continue to provide quality park and recreation services to its constituents. The approval of 5C provides Prospect with the ability to incur
bond debt of up to $9 million for the purpose of acquiring the AGC. This bond debt will only be authorized if PRPD is able to acquire the
Applewood Golf Course.

Kudos and congratulations for the successful passage of both ballot questions go out to a very large number of people and community
organizations. These folks did an absolutely incredible job in providing information, answering questions, and many other tasks that PRPD
was unable to undertake.

Temporary Seasonal Parks Position

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Applewood Park Outdoor Fitness System Project

Prospect Recreationé& Park District has completed installation of an
outdoor fitness system at Applewood Park, 1840 Alkire Court. Five exercise
stations, featuring three skill levels and 120 exercises, are clustered on a
concrete pad. The cluster concept allows for circuit training and programming.
As users of the system gain familiarity with the system and improve in
performance, they can increase their skill level. The system is designed for
ages 13 and up.

PRPD greatly appreciates the grant award from Jefferson County for this
project. The Local Park and Recreation and Grant program, administered
by Jefferson County Open Space, provides supplemental funding to assist
local government partners with the priority land acquisitions and/or capital
projects. PRPD brought just under $29,000 to this project,
with $15,750 coming from the Jeffco Grant.
